Pine Ridge Indian Reservation ishometo the Oglala L akota
(Sioux) people. It isconsistently the poorest area in the United
States according to official sources. National statistics suggest that
onein seven Indian people on reservationslive on less than $2,500
per year; that over 40% of Indian people on reservationslive
below the poverty line. The unemployment rate on Pine Ridge
exceeds 90%. Over 30% of the people are homeless and of those
that have homes, 60% are substandard; 20% are without indoor
plumbing; 50% have no telecommunications; 16% have no
electricity. Many of the people depend on gover nment allotments
and rations, that are often delayed, and are barely sufficient to
live on. Often there are 15-20 people living in houses with no
insulation and limited firewood. Almost every year,
Grandmothersand Grandfathersfreeze to death in their homes,
because no one can come with firewood or food.
